Guidelines for formatting conference abstracts
Abstracts will be accepted for publication provided they are written in one of the conference’s working languages.
Abstracts should be between 3 and 5 full A4 pages, typed in Microsoft Word as a computer file with the *doc extension.
Please do not use forced line breaks, do not set ‘Do not edit’ restrictions, and do not compress the file. Figures within the text must be grouped.
Formatting. In the top left-hand corner, state the surname and first name of the author(s) in bold italics, 14 point font; below this, the academic degree (italics), academic title (italics); below this, the author’s place of work (italics). The title of the abstract should be printed in capital letters (bold, 14 point, centred). Margins: left, top and bottom - 2 cm each; right - 1.5 cm. Text font - Times New Roman, font size - 14, paragraph indent - 1.25, line spacing - 1.5.

Text of the article. In the text, please summarise the main points of the paper. The inclusion of figures, diagrams (with elements grouped together) and tables that illustrate the scientific concept of the paper is encouraged. Captions for figures should include their serial number.

References to scientific literature in the text should be presented as follows:
[3, p. 74], where 3 is the source number in the list of references, and 74 is the page number.
References to several scientific publications at once are presented using a semicolon:
[1; 3; 4]. The abstract concludes with brief conclusions reflecting the main result of the research and a list of references.
